Being like the Apostle Thomas… 
 
As we “grow in the wisdom and knowledge of our 
Lord and Savior Jesus Christ”, there will come 
times during which we will question aspects of our 
Faith. We may question: our faith in God, the 
Church that we have materialized, the work of the 
Church, or even our place in the Church. 
Questioning aspects of our faith affords us the 
opportunity to seek out answers and to advance in 
our knowledge of Christ.  
 
Does this questioning imply that we too have 
become like the Apostle Thomas who doubted the 
reality of our Savior Jesus Christ? To best answer 
this question we must first examine the life of Saint 
Thomas and then reflect upon our own lives in 
comparison to his.  
 

Although Thomas hesitated and questioned his faith in the Risen Christ, he, upon receiving 
an answer through touching the wounds of Christ, accepted without hesitation his 
allegiance to our Savior. Thomas, in fact, traveled farther than any of the twelve, into the 
land of India where he established the Christian community in Mylapur in Madras. The 
history of these efforts are preserved in both the Acts of Thomas (a treasured chronicle of 
Christianity) and the well established community of Christians in India.  
 
The missionary work of Thomas is characterized by both enthusiasm as well as the strict 
adherence to the rules of asceticism. He was so successful in his efforts that he eventually 
spread the message of Christ to the north of Bombay, and even to Ceylon, the pearl of the 
Orient. On account of this, he was eventually cast into prison and executed.  
 
Now, if we question: our faith in God, the Church that we have materialized, the work of 
the Church, or even our place in the Church we should as Thomas seek an answer to our 
question. We should commit ourselves to finding an answer through: turning to Christ in 
prayer, reading Scripture, reading the Fathers of the Church, and/or asking our Spiritual 
Father. Upon receiving the answer to our questions, we must as Thomas, affirm our 
allegiance to Christ and His Church and witness our faith through our attitudes and actions.

Liturgical Custom  
 Please remember that during this Paschal Season and continuing until Pentecost 
Sunday (even throughout the week), we do not kneel during the Divine Liturgy. Kneeling 
is a sign of penance and contrition – but the joy of Pascha is so much greater in this season 
that we stand in celebration instead.  
 
Today: Sunday of St. Thomas 
 This Second Sunday after Pascha-Easter is celebrated in our Holy Church in 
remembrance of the appearance of the Risen Lord to the Apostle Thomas. On this Sunday 
we will have at the end of the Divine Liturgy the Prayer for the Breaking of the Artos 
(Pascha Bread). Following the Divine Liturgy, please come forward for the distribution of 
the Artos and Festal Anointing-Mirovanya.  
 
Tuesday: Radonitsa 
 On Tuesday evening, April 21st, at 7:00 p.m. we will have the Paschal 
Commemoration of the Departed which is commonly known in our Holy Church as 
“Radonitsa” which means “Joy Day”. Please plan to come and to remember our deceased 
loved ones in the joy (Radist-Joy) of Pascha-Resurrection of Our Lord. Those who wish to 
attend this Memorial Service and commemorate their departed loved ones, please add their 
names to the list which will be available that evening in the Church vestibule.  
 
Next Sunday: Easter Play & Easter Egg Hunt 
 Next Sunday, April 26th, will be a special Sunday in our parish family as we will 
have our Easter Dinner called “Svyachene”. At the end of the Divine Liturgy the children 
of our Church school will present the Easter Play: “The Day of the Resurrection”. 
Following the Easter Play our annual Easter Egg Hunt will take place on the parish 
grounds.  
 
Next Sunday: Easter Dinner-Svyachene 
 Next Sunday, April 26th, starting at 11:30 a.m. we will begin in our Church hall our 
annual Easter-Svyachene Dinner. We will also have a raffle of different gift baskets and 
prizes.

The Sunday of Saint Thomas the Apostle 

Eight days later, His disciples were again in the house, 
and Thomas was with them. The doors were shut, but 
Jesus came and stood among them, and said: “Peace be 
with you.” Then He said to Thomas, “Put your finger 
here, and see my hands; and put out your hand, and place 
it in my side; do not be faithless, but believing.” Thomas 
answered Him, “My Lord and my God!” Jesus said to 
Him: “ Have you believed because you have seen me? 
Blessed are those who have not seen and yet believe.”  

After His Resurrection, Our Lord appeared many times to His Disciples. As we heard in 
today’s Gospel Reading (Jn 20:19-31) He miraculously entered a locked room, and 
showed them His wounds. Then He ate and drank with them, proving that He was not a 
ghost or a phantom, but that He was really Jesus the Christ, in the flesh.  

St. Thomas was not with the rest of the Disciples in the room. When he returned, the others 
excitedly told him that Jesus had visited them. Thomas doubted their story - the bodily 
resurrection of Christ.  

So the Lord appeared again, and invited Thomas to put his fingers in His side and touch 
the wounds made by the nails. Thomas did, and after seeing (and feeling) for himself, he 
finally believed. He cried out: “My Lord and my God!” and fell at Christ’s feet. Christ told 
Thomas that He was glad that Thomas no longer doubted, but also lamented: “ Have you 
believed because you have seen me? Blessed are those who have not seen and yet believe.”  

Our Risen Lord uses Thomas’ doubt to teach both the Disciples and us that we don’t need 
to physically touch Him to have faith. But upon hearing of Christ, we can be spiritually 
moved by His presence to follow Him, and trust in His promise that all people will be 
raised on the day He appoints for judgment, and know either the eternal joy of being 
reunited with God or the torment of being without Him.  

St. Peter heard and understood, as he writes to his flock (I Peter 1:8): “ You did not see 
Him, yet you loved Him; and still without seeing Him you are filled with a joy so glorious 
that it cannot be described, because you believe; and you are sure of the end to which your 
faith looks forward, that is, the salvation of your souls.”
